Excessive Use of Electricity or Water (Occupants must pay the excess amount over
80,000 won.)

* If you receive 20 or more penalty points, you must leave the dormitory immediately. If your total penalty
points reach 15, you are not allowed to stay in the dormitory in the following semester.
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Other notes

* All applicable fees will be charged, even if you do not enter the room during the
reservation period. In the case of checking out during the middle of the period
(including the case of eviction due to violation of regulations), 50% of the fee for
the remaining period fee will be deducted as a penalty and refunded. (The refund
application must be made prior to check-out and the refund amount will be paid
at the end of the regular course.)

* For an unscheduled, voluntary move-in, you must obtain a permission from the
Institute of International Education in advance. (The permission will be granted
only in unavoidable circumstances, and additional charges may be applied.)

* The occupant is primarily responsible for the full amount of compensation in
case of loss or damage of facilities or equipment. If the compensation is not fully
made by the occupant within a week due to loss of contact or non-cooperation,
the institution to which the occupant belongs or is entrusted with or the school
agency that hired/invited the occupant shall be responsible. (The act of nailing a

wall also counts as property damage.)

* The above-mentioned penalty points are imposed for each violation, but
dormitory managers may increase or decrease the points considering the
circumstances in which the violation occurred. Dormitory managers may apply a
penalty at their discretion for any anti-social or unethical acts not listed above.

* Occupants must read the notices posted on the designated bulletin boards/walls
or delivered through online media. All notices are deemed to have been fully
acquainted by all occupants after 24 hours of posting, and the occupants

themselves are responsible for any problems caused by their ignorance.
